conductor a material that transmits electricity
• Insulators prevent electricity from travelling and help to keep us 

safe.insulator a material through which electricity cannot 
flow.

switch A component that turns a circuit on and off • Electrical wires are usually made of copper wires (good 
conductors) coated with plastic (good insulator)

socket Sockets allow electrical equipment to be 
connected to the main power supply • A power station is a place where electricity is created 

and sent to our homes. Itcan also be generated from 
wind, sun, water and even animal poo!
